Though in
the firlt Place, as the Doctor obferves,
the Belly ought to be loofened by a Clyf-
ter. This Form of taking it is con-
trived for thofe, whofe Stomach, per-
haps, would be apt to recoil on fwal-
lowing it in Subftance. The Dofe is five
or fix Spoonfuls every three or four
Hours. If an Ague or intermittent Fe-
ver be the Cafe, it will be of great Ufe,
before the Exhibition of it, to unload
the Stomach and firft Paffages by a
gentle Vomit of about five and twenty
Grains of Ipecacoanha. Should it go off
by Stool, and {o, in regard of the Inten-
tions it is here given to anfwer, prove
unfuccefsful, ten Drops of liquid Lau-
danum, in any proper Drink, will pre-
vent, almoft with an abfolute Certainty,
that no very unufual Effect of it.

DecocTuM SERPENTARIZE.

Small-Pox likewife, (agreeably to what
Dr. Meap intimates on that Head)
where the Puftules, that ought now te
ripen, make no advances, from Na-
ture’s being fluggifly and unable to per-
form her Part, towards Suppuration, this
Decaction, by rendering the Blood more
rapid in its Motion, and by thinning
the Humours, will greatly help to pro-
mote it. The Dole is two or three
Spoonfuls every four Hours. | Bliftering;
in a Degree, proportioned to the Extre-
mity of the Cafe, ought to accompany
the Ufe of it.

Otherwife, a
long Courfe of Diuretics might caufe
too ffltdEaRC]aXatIOH of the Veflels, and
bring on a troublefome Gleet s which
thefe Ingredients, by the thlckemng
Quality of the one, and fpecifick Efhcacy,
in thefe Kinds of Cafes, of the other,
are admirably well contrived to prevent.
To be taken as the former twice a Day,

But, as this Balfam in fo large a (&;.mv
tity 1s wont fometimes to fit untoware ily
on the Stomach, it will be advifeable to
take about thirty Dlopq of Eli Xir of
Vitriol in a Glafs of fair W ater, twice a
Day: which Expedient, though an ealy
one, will neverthelefs abfolutel y remove
that Inconveniency.
From a long Continuance of the Run-
mncr and oft(_n from a prepofterous Ufe
afhmrrent Injections, proceeds a
HLR;CTURL, vulgarly and improperly
called aCarnosiTY; 1t being, in reality, a
Contraction, fhrivelling up, a nd thicken-
ingof’ theMembrane that immediatelylines
theUrethra; aSymptomfrequently accom-
p'mled with a Gleet, and fometimes with
an Irritation to make Water, the Urine,
which comes away in a double Stream in
the Beginning, terminating in a Drip-
ping. This Incident is one of the moft
troublefome and moit dangerous of the
whole venereal Tribe; inafmuch as it is

apt
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apt to caufe a total Supprefiion of Urine,
a Confequence of which is frequently a
Colle&ion of Matter in the Perinazum,
that generally leaves a Fiftula behind if.
On which Account no Accident of this
Clafs merits our Confideration and Regard
more, nor admits of an eafier or more
certain Cure, if early attended to. But,
thould it be of any long Duration, it
turns out obftinate, and is not remedied
without much Pains and Patience. The
Removal of it confifts in pafling a {mall
Candle every or every other Day, rubbed
with Oil, gently and without Force up
the Urethra, till it reaches beyond the
Places affeéted; which muft be fuffered
to remain in the Paffage half an Hour
for the firft two or three Times. After
which it will be proper to let it remain
in the Urethra three or four Hours, pro-
vided it does not caufe Pain. Should it
bring on an Inflammation, Bleeding will
be requifite, and fome gentle Phyfick ;
and the Ufe of the Candle muft be omit-
ted for the prefent.

When Difficulties attend the paffing of
this Candle, it will be proper to anoint
the Part the whole Length of the Urethra
with Mercurial Ointment, and to recur
to Bleeding, mild Purging, and the

Cs Warm
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warm Bath, to relax the Fibres pre-
vioufly to the Ufe of it.  And though
we fhould be foiled in the firft Attempts,
yet, by perfifting, Time will get the bet-
ter of it. The Candle is to be repeattjd
once 2 Week for fome Months after the
Complaint is removed, and is prepared
after the following equ Manner : viz.
Take four Ounces of yellow Wax;
three Drams of Rofin; and half an Ounce
of factitious Cinnabar. Melt thefe toge-
ther, then dip in fome thin Cambrick,
and roll it to the Size youwould have it.
The Method is, to begin with a {mall
Candle, and to enlarge it gradually till
the Cure is accomphihed: which con-
fifting intirely in ftretching the Urethra,
and widening the Paffage, all medicated
Candles, it is evident, are Impofitions on
the Public, and muft be of the worft
Confequence to the Patent.
A fudden ftopping of the Running,
either throughCold or any O[hCI’ACCldCHt
cquently produccs a fwelled Tefticle,
which is ever attended with great Pain in
the Back as well as in the Part itfelf.
When this happens, it will be abfolutely
neceffary to take away immediately a
large (\uantitv of Blood, and to apply a
Puluce of Bread and Milk with {fome
Mercurial Ointment in it, jult fufficient
to
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to keep the Pultice moift, the Tefticle in
the mean while being fufpended in a Bag-
Trufs. In cafe.of Coftivenefs, it will be
expedient to inje&t a Clyfter previoufly
to the Exhibition of an Ipecacoanha Vo-
nit.  Should the Symptoms ftill fubfift,
notwithftanding this Circumfpection and
Management, Bleeding and the Vomit
muft be repeated, this, Praétice feldom
failing to bring on the Running again;
which fhould be fuffered to continue for
fome Time, ere any Attempt be made to
check it. It may be uieful likewife
every other Night to give three or four
Grains of Calomel in {ome Conferve of
Rofes; and if the Pain be not removed,
it will bg requifite every Evening. to
recur to an Opiate, and to take Care to
keep the Body open.

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thefe Applications happen to fall fhort
of anfwering that Intention, to cut
them intirely out: For fo long as they
remain, it is in vain to expeét the Sore
to heal, which after this Management
generally heals kindly; efpecially, if
{fome Mercurial Ointment be rubbed up-
on the Legs, and the Unétion repeated
between whiles, till the Cure be perfeéted,
or fome {mall Dofes of Calomel be given
over Night. It will be advifeable like-
wife to keep the Body open, during the
whole Continuance of this Affair, by
proportioned Dofes, from Time to Time,
of the purging Eleftary.

Take two Ounces of Lenitive Elec-
tary ; half an Ounce of the Flowers of
Sulphur; two Drams of Depurated Ni-
tre; and, with a fufficient Quantity of
Syrup of Orange-Peels, make an Elec-
tary.

"This Compofition is cooling, opening,
and deterfive, and therefore very well
appropriated to the Ufe its T'itle exprefies.
The Dofe of it 1s a Dram twice a Day.
Allfulphureous Medicines are confeflfedly
great Sweetners of the Blood, by theath-
ing
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ing the acrimonious Particles, which caufe
it to run into preternatural Cohefions and
to become grumous, and have been par-
ticularly devoted to the Piles in all Ages.
When there is any Degree of an Inflam-
mation, it will be neceffary to bleed; and,
in cafe the Malady is external, to have re-
courfe to the Bread and Milk Pultice,
Ointmentof Elder-Flowerswith an Opiate
mixed in it, in the Proportion of two
Scruples of Opium to an Ounce of the
Ointment, and to fit over a Pan, and
receive the Steams of hot Water, by
Way of Fomentation.,

N. B. When the external Piles rife in
Tumours with livid Spots in the Mid-
dle, we fhould apply the Launcet to
them, and then prefs out the coagulated
Blood which loads thefe Parts, and never
returns into the Mafs, but is frequently
the Parent of much Mifchief, which this
Method muft neceffarily prevent.

Gamboge acts moft powerfully on the
Humours, and is therefore prefcribed in
Dropfies, and all watery Corpulency
tending to that unwieldy Diforder. But,
as it works violently both by Vomit and
Stool at the fame Time it is draining the
Body of thofe Redundancies,  the ut-
moft Caution is neceflary in the Exhibi-
tion of it. Its Roughnels is intolerable;
and, though corrected with all imagina-
ble Care and Art, it is fic only for Per-
fons of a ftrong Conftitution. What phy-
fical Management can effeét in this re-
gard, i3 here done, by Means of the
Cream of Tartar and Ginger; there be-
ing nothing in the whole Province of
Medicine 1o efficacious in guarding
againft its ftimulating Faculties, and the
Tumults it might ratfe, either in the Sto-
mach, or Inteflines, as thefe two Drugs.

From its Pro-
perty of rarefying the moft obftinate
Vifcidities, it is prefcribed in all Obftruc-
tions of the Vifcera, and Infrattions of
the Veflels, and is ranked amongft the
Grft Tribe of Diuretics. But it is prin-
cipally celebrated for its Virtues in fcour-
ing the Liver in a Jaundice, and pro-
moting the Secretion of the Bile; for
want of which Expedient this Fluid re-
mains unftrained in the Mafs of Blood,
and tinges the Skin in the Manner as 1s
obvious to the Eyes of every one, To
render the above Ele&tary ftill more
powerfully
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powerfully de-obftruent, half an Ounce
of Filings of Steel may occafionally be
added to it. The Dofe is from half a
Dram to a Dram, twice a Day.

In all in-
flammatory Diftempers, it is next kin
to a Sacrilege to omit it; as it is, on
the contrary, expofing the Patient to the
utmoft Hazard, to injoin it in a low,
languid, deprefled State, where the Spi-
rits before were too much exhaufted, and
Nature, confequently, unable to {fupport
the leaft Evacuation. Hence, it ought
to be conftantly direéted, and repeated
according to the Exigency of the Violence
and Duration of the Malady, in pleuri-
tic and peripneumatic Diforders, during
the firlt few Days of thofe painful At-
tacks. But it is in vain to expect any
Refource from thence, when once Suppu-
ration is begun, and the morbid Matter
is only to be thrown off by Expettora-
tion, which Bleeding muft neceflarily
retard.

Again, in apopleétic and epileptic
Diforders, a Dyfentery, or Bloody-Flux,
and irkfome Heat of the Bowels, we muft
bleed in Proportion to the Illnefs ; which
we muit likewife generally do in the Be-
ginning of Fevers, and as religioufly ab-
ftain from drawing away Blood on their
Decline; as, from being inflammatory,
